The Building The Future project will be commencing in 
mid January.

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The Challenges & How You Can Help 

We are very excited about having both teams working so closely during this season. However as you can 
appreciate, having 30-60 kids from 2ð12 years in the one room would bring itôs own challenges. The team has 

been very creative in thinking about how we can work around each other but it will require a LOT of your 

support.  
 

Here are some of the challenges and how we have planned to overcome them.  

 

 
Challenge 1| Noise & Distractions 
First, we have extended the start time for Kingdom Kids so that we can start their program earlier, that is, during 

the Connect Group time for JAM. That way, leaders can deliver the lesson without having the noise and 

distraction from the JAM large-group time. Likewise, when JAM gets louder, Kingdom Kids will be doing 
activities that do not require things to be silent. Below is our ideal run-sheet for a 9 am service.

Challenge 2| More Kids + Less Space = More Help Needed 
Yes, the teams are combined, but so are the kids, and the potential for miss-understandings and mishaps 

increases exponentially. Hence, we need more eyes, hands and feet on deck. As such every family would be 

asked to commit one parent to help out in Northside Kids for a whole Term this year. This means that they 
will be assigned to a particular team and be on about 3 times in the term (once a month), for a service of their 

choice (2 hours). Ideally, we would like the same parent to return each time so that the team needs only to 

spend time training you once rather than for every Sunday that you return. 
 

We have divided our family database into 4 sections, one for each 

term, and will contact you before the term commences. However, 
you know your yearly commitments best and you are welcome to 

volunteer earlier than your scheduled section. We know that some 

families are already involved in other ministries but your 
participation in Northside Kids is not negotiable. After all, it is only 

3 times in the WHOLE  year and you have the added bonus of 
seeing what happens in Kids Ministry.
